5.  Conditions of Readiness (COR).  Tropical cyclone warnings are identified as tropical cyclone COR and are predicated on the time before typhoon or tropical storm conditions will exist in an area for which the warning is given.  It should be noted there are two parts of information to the COR:  (1) wind intensity; and (2) the time remaining before the wind conditions will exist at a certain area.  The proximity of a tropical cyclone (or the elapsed time before forecast wind intensities will exist at a specified location) is coded by conditions numbered on a scale of FOUR through ONE.
