HOW

AMERICAN EMBASSY

TO GET THERE

From Yokosuka Chuo:

1. Go to YOKOSUKA CHUO $#7E #14 Station and buy a ¥860 transfer ticket for SHIMBASHI #74%, which is on
the TOEI ASAKUSA Line (subway) #{E R E# in Tokyo.

2. Take a GREEN or RED KANIJI train bound for SHINAGAWA &4J1] from track #2.

Note: If you take a GREEN KANIJI train ( Exit at SHINAGAWA Station but stay on that platform. Take any of the
next train to SHIMBASHI Station. If you take a RED KANIJI train ( Keep riding on RED train until you reach
SHIMBASHI Station.

3. Get off at SHINAGAWA Station.

4. Get off at SHIMBASHI #7#% Station, go through the wicket (turn in your ticket here) and follow the bilingual
transfer signs to the GINZA Line (subway) #RFE#R. It is located across the station. You will have to walk up one
flight of stairs and then down a short flight.

5. Take the GINZA R/ H#Line, buy a ¥160 ticket, then go through the wicket to track #1 bound for SHIBUYA E:4.

6. Get off at TAMEIKE-SANNO {8 # [l F station, 2™ stop from Shimbashi. Use escalators/stairs located at the center
of the platform to go to the ticket wicket downstairs.

7. After leaving the ticket wicket, turn to the left for Exit No. 13. You will have about a 7 to 8 minute walk before you
encounter an exit sign leading you to the street.

8. When you come out to the sidewalk level you immediately turn around and walk to the corner where you will see a
PRONTO coffee shop and BERLITZ English language school. Turn right at the corner and walk to the next corner
at which time you will come across the American Embassy.

From lkego:

1. Go to JIMMUII ## =F Station and buy a ¥790 transfer ticket for SHIMBASHI #7#&. which is on the TOEI
ASAKUSA #'E A E#R (subway) Line.

2. Take a train from Track #2 to KANAZAWA BUNKO 4R and change to a GREEN or RED KANII train
bound for SHINAGAWA.

3. Continue as above #3.

P Note: During certain time of the day it may be necessary to switch trains at KANAZAWA KAKKEI& R\ &,
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To Yokosuka:

1.

Buy a ¥160 ticket and take the GINZA Line (orange) on track #2 at TAMEIKE-SANNO Station.

2. Get off at SHIMBASHI Station, go through the wicket and give up the ticket.
3. Next, follow the sign for TOEI-ASAKUSA line (pink). It will be quite a long walk before reaching the entrance to
TOEI-ASAKUSA Line.
4. Go to any of the ticket machine and buy a ¥860 transfer ticket for YOKOSUKA CHUO (¥790 for JIMMUIJI) on
KEIKYU Line FLE#R (Select the button for “English” instructions).
5. Go to track #1 for the train bound for SHINAGAWA. Wait for a RED KANJI train. The final destination for this
train will be MISAKIGUCHI =& . YOKOSUKA CHUO will be the 12" stop past SHINAGAWA.
To lkego
1. Follow as above #1 ~ #5 direction up to KANAZAWA BUNKO &R (or Kanazawa Hakkei &R J/\ &)
Station.
2. Get off at KANAZAWA BUNKO (or Kanazawa Hakkei) Station and change train bound for SHIN-ZUSHI #1382 F.
