PRONUNCIATION OF JAPANESE

Consonants are generally pronounced as in English. Pronounce vowels follows:

Aa— as the ‘a’ in FATHER

Ii — as the long ‘e’ in HE

Uu — as the double ‘00’ in TOO

Ee — as the ‘¢’ in BET

Oo — as the long ‘0’ in GO

It is very important that you learn to pronounce the vowels correctly, to be understood.

Break words into syllables and pronounce each syllable clearly and with an even accent.

Each separate HIRAGANA or KATAKANA character is a syllable, either by itself or modified
by the letter ‘n’. Syllables always end with a vowel sound, except those ending with the letter

WRITTEN JAPANESE

The Japanese write their language using three different kinds of letters. Two are phonetic
alphabets based on the same principles as our own alphabet. These are called Hiragana and
Katakana. Hiragana is used for particles, verb endings and some words, while Katakana is
generally used for writing the many words of foreign origin that have been introduced into the
Japanese language. Both Hiragana and Katakana express the same sounds. The third kind of
letters are the Chinese characters, called Kanji. They are used for most nouns, verbs, etc. A
typical Japanese text would contain a mixture of the three types of writing.
