8th and 9th floor.  Restaurants open hours:  Mon-Sun 1100-2200; Fri 1100-2300.  Closed on 
Tue.  Free Internet access available on 7th floor. 
a) Capriccioza:  on the 9th floor, Italian Restaurant 
b) Gyukaku: on the 9th floor, Korean Barbecue

3) Yokosuka Children’s Library: English books are marked with a yellow label.  Make a 

library card with your local address and phone number.  Closed on Mondays. 
4) Yanagiya: Men’s, Women’s, Children’s clothing.  Knick Knacks.  Open daily 1000-1800.  

Everything is cheap 
5) Yokosuka Chuo Train Station (KHK line): Go up the stairs to the ticket machines.  You 

can buy commuter train passes in the office on the 3rd floor.

a) JTB: Japan Travel Bureau.  Open Mon-Fri 1000-1800; Sat 1000-1300.  You can buy a 
ticket for Shinkansen (Bullet Train). 

b) Otako Honten Restaurant.  It is 3 story, have an English menu.  They have all kinds of 
Japanese food.  Sushi bar is on the first floor.  Good first time place.  Fun place to go 
with a group.  Small party rooms available.  Open 1130-2200.  Closed on Wednesdays.  
Show your ID at casher to get 10% discount. 

7) Suruga Bank: Currency Exchange available. 
8) Miyakoya Optical Shop 
9) Yakitori Stand and Otako Yakitori Restaurant (light munchies): English menu.  Open 

1500-2130.  Closed on Wednesdays. 
10) Jutokuan: Right around the corner.  Open 1130-2100.  English Menu.  Closed on Mondays.  

Delicious and inexpensive both Japanese and Chinese food (mainly noodles) 
11) Central Hotel: Several nice restaurants.  Most have English Menu. 
12) Bank of Yokohama: Cash advance with VISA, international money orders, currency 

exchange located on 2nd floor.  Open 0900-1500.  Closed on weekends and Japanese 
holidays.  English recording Yen rate phone #: 824-3313. 

13) Kawashima Stationary Store.  Shoji, Washi and Origami papers, arts and crafts supplies, 
framing, gifts, lots of stationary and more.  Open 1000-1930.  Closed on Wednesdays. 

14) Bon Ju Ru Japanese Restaurant: English Menu.  Okonomiyaki (Japanese style pizza; 
their specialty), Yakitori, Gyoza, Salads.  Owner enjoys trading business cards.  Open 1200-
2200.  Closed on Wednesdays. 

15) Mikasa Shopping Mall:  
a) Matsuya Japanese fast food restaurant.  Take out available.  Open 24 hours. 
b) 100 yen store 
c) Ramen Shop: Open 1100-2200.  Closed on Wednesdays

f) Daruma Honten Restaurant (Chinese & Japanese): Open 1130-2000.  Closed on 

Wednesdays. 
g) Toto Sushi Restaurant: sushi bar.  1100-2100.   
h) Doutor Coffee Shop: Coffee and sandwiches, coffee beans and coffee makers available.  

Open 0730-2100. 
i) McDonald’s: Open 0730-2100 

16) Vie de France (Bakery): eat in and take out 
17) Tribank, Miura Fujisawa Shinkin (Bank): Open 0900-1500.  Closed on weekends and 

Japanese holidays. 
18) Ringer Hat: Nagasaki Champon (noodles from Nagasaki, Kyushu) restaurant.  Open 

1030-0400. 
19) Heiroku Zushi (sushi bar): Good price 
20) Tamayone Japanese Restaurant: Donburi, Tempura, Soba, etc.  Good food at 

reasonable prices.  English Menu.  Open 1030-2000.  Closed on Sundays. 
21) Tokyo Mitsubishi Bank: Open 0900-1500.  Closed on weekends and Japanese holidays. 
22) Mos Burger: Open 0700-0200. 
23) Gohan-tei: Inexpensive take-out food.  Picture menu.  Open daily 0700-2000. 
24) Han II Kwan: Moderately expensive Korean food.  English menu.  Open 1630-2330.  

Closed on Wednesdays. 
25) Hamayu Vegetable & Fruit shop: Open 0800-1900.  Closed on Sundays and holidays. 
26) Heiankaku Wedding Place: Nail Salon on 2nd floor 
27) Bonchi Restaurant: English menu.  Small parties and receptions available space.  

Open 1130-1400; 1700-2130 (2nd floor) and 1700-2300 (1st floor). 
28) Marukawa: Discount clothing store.  Large sizes available.  Size conversion charts for 

men and women and children.  On-the-spot, inexpensive hemming of jeans purchased here.  
Open daily 1000-2000. 

29) Shirai Shokai Camera: Same day film processing service for 35 mm prints if the film is 
brought in early; next day service for instamatic film and two-day service for slide film.  The 
closest place to the main gate to purchase a phone card for use in the green public phones. 

30) Knock Motors: Motorcycle sales and repairs.  English spoken.  Phone: 825-9565 
31) Frame Shop: Reliable.  Reasonable prices for custom frames. 
32) Han Shop: About 2000yen for a simple han (name stamp), Takes about 3 days to 

prepare.  Makes an interesting souvenir or gift.  Open 0830-1730.  Closed on 2nd & 4th 
Sundays. 

33) Tanaka Insurance: 2nd floor, English spoken. 
34) Yamasho name: Invitations, tuber stamps, name stamps (han), nametags, and engraving.  

Open 1000-1800.  Closed Sundays and Japanese holidays. 
35) Kanai Insurance: Open 0930-1730. 
36) Nakayama Car Repairs: Open Mon-Sat 0830-1700.  Limited English.  Phone: 822-1885.

38) Patio Italian Restaurant & Karaoke

40) Higuchi Drug Store: Open 0900-2200. 
41) Fuji So shoku: party and Festival Goods.  Open Mon-Fri 0900-1800, sun 1300-1800. 
42) Nishi Piano: Music Instruments, books and lessons.  Open 1000-2000.  Closed on 

Wednesdays.

44) Sakuma Sewing and Craft Shop: All kinds of needlework, buttons, sewing and craft 
supplies. 

45) Suzuki Suisan Fish Market: Open 1000-2000.  Closed on Wednesdays. 
46) Saikaya: Department store.  Basement is a food emporium with a large variety of fresh 

fruits and vegetables, “prepared” food, gift food sets, Pompadour Bakery, fish market, food 
vendors from different regions of Japan (the displays change weekly).  Fun place to shop or 
browse.  Sixth floor has a very nice selection of Japanese dishes and cooking utensils, gifts 
and sale items.  There is a restaurant on the 8th floor. 

47) Fujiwara Hardware Store: Several floors with a wide variety of merchandise.  
Kerosene heater supplies, clothes line poles, etc.  90-yen section on the front corner of the 
store.  Open 1000-1900.  Closed on Wednesdays. 

48) Paseos Tawaraya Department Store:  Good fabric and curtain department 
downstairs.  Good deals on clothing umbrellas, futon.  Open 1000-1900.  Closed most 
Wednesdays. 

49) 100-yen shop: Open 1000-2000.  Closed on Wednesdays. 
50) Shonan shinyo Kinko (Bank): Window #10 for currency exchange; bills may be paid at 

window #9.  Open Mon-Thurs, 0900-1600, Fri 0900-1900.  Closed on weekends and 
Japanese holidays. 

51) Lotteria: Fast food shop.  Open 0800-2030. 
52) KFC: Open 1000-2100. 
53) Seiyu Department Store: Large grocery section in basement.  Good stationary, house 

wares, toy and clothing section.  Sakuma needlework and handicraft/hobby shop on 2nd floor.  
Open 1000-2000.  Closed on most Thursdays. 

54) Takayama Drug Store: Open daily, 0930-2000. 
55) Iruka Zushi (sushi bar) 
56) Italian Tomato (Italian Restaurant) 
57) Aoyagi Hardware and Locksmith: has a blank for several types of U.S. keys.  Open 

1000-2000.  Closed in Bon holidays and new years. 
58) Prime Shopping Complex. 

a) 100 yen shop  3rd floor. 
b) Karaoke Room 6th floor.  480 yen for all you can drink and sing for one hour. 
Most stores are open 1000-2000. 

59) Tenya: Inexpensive Tempura Restaurant from 490 yen and up.  Open 1100-2200. 
60) Yanase Japanese Restaurant:  (No window display; to find it, look for blue/white 

menu sign to the right of the double sliding door.)  Tonkatsu, Tempura, Sashimi.  Excellent 
hirekatsu teishoku (fillet pork cutlet dinner).  Open 1130-2100.  Closed on Wednesdays.  
English menu. 

61) Sindo restaurant: (to find it, look for door with vertical wooden slats nest to power pole; 
window display with small English sign to right of door).  Assorted Japanese dishes.  Open 
1130-2130.  Closed on Mondays.  English menu. 

62) Tori No Su: “Bird’s Nest” Restaurant.  Entrance on the 1st floor, facing Seiyu.  
Restaurant is on 2nd and 3rd floor.  Excellent seafood and other Japanese dishes.  Third floor 
has tatami mat table.  Rooms available for groups.  Open 1700-2400.  Closed on Thursdays. 

63) Ryu-En (Dragon Garden): Chinese Restaurant.  Good food, reasonable prices.  Party 
rooms.  English menu.  Open daily 1100-2200. 

64) Ohtaki-En Korean Barbecue: Open daily, 1100-0100. 
65) Mr. Donuts: Open daily 0600-0100 
66) Doutor Coffee Shop: 180 yen per cup.  Open daily 0730-2030. 



 

 

67) Seiyu Parking 
68) Kurokawa Sports Good (2nd and 3rd floor): Wide selection of everything for sports.  

Racquet restringing.  Special orders taken.  Open daily 1000-2000. 
69) Yokosuka City Main Post Office: Sells pre-stamped post cards.  Mail order gift items 

from different.  Air mail to the U.S. 70yen postcards and a 10 gram letter is 110 yen.  The 
mail section is open Mon-Fri, 0900-1700, Saturday 0900-1500.  Bill payment window is 
open Mon-Fri 0900-1600. 

70) Yokosuka Police department 
71) Tokyo Electric Power Company: You can get charts to help you figure the cost from 

your meter reading or pay bills at the two left windows.  Open Mon-Fri, 0840-1720. 
72) Tokyo Gas Company:  Open Mon-Sat 0845-1730.  Hold cooking classes 

intermittently.  You can also rent gas leak detectors for as little as 170 yen/month. 
73) NTT Docomo shop 
74) Yokosuka City Hall: Water Department is on the 8th floor.  Open Mon-Fri, 0830-1700.  

View the mechanical clock in front of City Hall daily, at 0900, 1100, 1300 and 1500.  The 
international relations Division is on the 4th floor of the main building and you can sign up 
for Japanese lessons and find out about cultural classes and events. 

75) Octave (Kobayashi Gakki): Musical instruments, books, lessons & studio.  Open 1000-
2000. 

76) NTT: Pay bills, buy phone cards and phones here.  To buy a phone here, you must live 
in this area of the city.  The initial charge is 76,440 yen (includes 5% sales tax).  Applications 
can be filled out in English.  Anyone living in Japan can pay bills at window #1.  open Mon-
Fri 0900-1600. 

77) Denny’s: Open 24 hours.  English menu.  Free parking up to 2 hours.  Token available 
when paying for your meal.
