1.  NAVOSH Workplace Inspections.  As discussed in Reference (a), NAVOSH Workplace Inspections are necessary to ensure safe and healthful workplaces for all Navy employees.  The inspection program identifies deficiencies that need correcting to protect personnel and meet regulatory requirements.   Supervisors shall conduct daily workplace safety inspections and immediately correct any unsafe conditions they find.  CFAY Safety Specialists will conduct a NAVOSH Workplace Inspection at least annually for all CFAY Codes and Tenant Commands.  A report of the inspection will be forwarded to the inspected activity within 15 working days and will provide a NAVOSH Deficiency Notice (NDN), as required, for each deficiency noted.   Upon receipt of the inspection report, the official in charge of the inspected activity will:

a.  Take immediate action to correct all deficiencies noted in the report.

        b.  Notify employees exposed to the hazard identified in each NDN, and post a copy of the NDN in the immediate vicinity of the noted hazard.  The NDN shall remain posted until the deficiency has been corrected.

        c.  CFAY Codes make follow-up reports to CFAY Safety as explained in the cover letter to the inspection report (see Tab 5-A for sample letter).  Tenant Commands are not required to make follow-up reports to CFAY Safety, but are required to properly annotate the NDN with corrective actions taken and maintain an abatement plan as required by Reference (b).

2.  Follow-up Inspections.  Management personnel shall conduct follow-up inspections to verify that corrective action reported has actually been completed.  Safety Inspectors are required to conduct periodic follow up inspections to verify that completed corrections have actually occurred and shall notify management personnel of any discrepancies found.
